. The experiment should be designed & based on the results of animal

experimentation ...

. The experiment should avoid all unnecessary physical and mental suffering and

Injury.

. No experiment should be conducted where there Is a prior reason to believe that

death or disabling injury will occur...

. The degree of risk to be taken should never exceed that determined by the

humanitarian importance of the problem to be solved by the experiment.

. Proper preparations should be made and adequate facilities ...
. The experiment should be conducted only by scientifically qualified persons.
. During the course of the experiment the human subject should be at liberty to

bring the experiment to an end

terminate the experiment at any stage...
